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Proteins in every cell carry out the important 
tasks that do most of the work of each cell in 
the body. Like the bricks in a house, if they are 
not arranged properly, they cannot perform 
their function. Learn how cells might better 
cope with protein aggregates that are involved 
in various diseases using a simple model 
system, baker’s yeast.
