Sexual Assault

Section 940.225 of the Wisconsin Statutes creates four degrees of sexual assault.  The degrees are based upon the amount of force used by the assailant and the harm done to the victim. 

First degree sexual assault.  Whoever does any of the following is guilty of a Class B felony:

(a)  Has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with another person without consent of that person and causes pregnancy or great bodily harm to that person.

(b)  Has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with another person without consent of that person by use or threat of use of a dangerous weapon or any article used or fashioned in a manner to lead the victim reasonably to believe it to be a dangerous weapon.

(c)  Is aided or abetted by one or more other persons and has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with another person without consent of that person by use or threat of force or violence.

Second degree sexual assault.  Whoever does any of the following is guilty of a Class BC felony:

(a)  Has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with another person without consent of that person by use or threat of force or violence.

(b)  Has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with another person without consent of that person and causes injury, illness, disease or impairment of a sexual or reproductive organ, or mental anguish requiring psychiatric care for the victim.

(c)  Has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with a person who suffers from a mental illness or deficiency which renders that person temporarily or permanently incapable of appraising the person's conduct, and the defendant knows of such condition.

(cm)  Has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with a person who is under the influence of an intoxicant to a degree which renders that person incapable of appraising the person's conduct, and the defendant knows of such condition.

(d)  Has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with a person who the defendant knows is unconscious.

(f)  Is aided or abetted by one or more other persons and has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with another person without the consent of that person.

Third degree sexual assault.  Whoever has sexual intercourse with a person without the consent of that person is guilty of a Class D felony.  Whoever has sexual contact in the manner described in sub. (5) (b) 2. with a person without the consent of that person is guilty of a Class D felony.

Fourth degree sexual assault.  Except as provided in sub. (3), whoever has sexual contact with a person without the consent of that person is guilty of a Class A misdemeanor.

PENALTIES

Class B felony: imprisonment not to exceed 60 years.

Class BC felony: a fine not to exceed $10,000 or imprisonment not to exceed 30 years, or both.

Class D felony: a fine not to exceed $10,000 or imprisonment not to exceed 10 years, or both.

For a Class A misdemeanor: a fine not to exceed $10,000 or imprisonment not to exceed 9 months, or both.

As an employee of the institution, if you witness a sexual assault on campus, or receive a report from a student who has been sexually assaulted, Wisconsin Statutes require you to report it to my office.   There is a form to assist you with reporting such incidents.  The form is available at:

The form is read only (so that personal info does not accidentally get saved for all to see).  Please submit as a hard copy to the Dean of Students Office.

Specifically the law states:

36.11(22)(c)      

(c) Any person employed at an institution who witnesses a sexual assault on campus or receives a report from a student enrolled in the institution that the student has been sexually assaulted shall report to the dean of students of the institution. The dean of students shall compile reports for the purpose of disseminating statistical information under par. (a) 1. b.

If the victim wishes to remain anonymous, you may report the incident without including a name.  However, because sexual assault is a crime and because it can have long lasting negative effects on the victim, you should strongly urge the victim to seek assistance through the Student Health and Counseling Services, University Police, or the Dean of Students Office.  Additional referral and support are provided through Women and Children=s Horizons in Kenosha (1-800-853-3503/262-652-9900 crisis or 652-1846 direct service) and the Women's Resource Center in Racine (262-633-3233 crisis or 262-633-3274 business office).

The definitions of sexual assault are listed as part of the reporting form to help you fulfill your obligation as an employee under this state law.   All instances of sexual assault are reportable under this legislation--regardless of the degree of assault, or whether the perpetrator is known to the victim (acquaintance rape) or not (stranger rape).

Additionally, I often receive questions regarding sexual harassment.  The university defines sexual harassment as unwanted, unwelcome sexual advances, requests for sexual favors, and any other physical, written, or verbal intimidation of an offensive nature either where (a) compliance may be made a condition of education or employment; or (b) in relationships among equals, when such harassment has a harmful effect on ability to study or work.
